The Children Act 1989

Under The Children Act 1989 (PART IX) the following are not allowed to host children:

· Anyone who has had a child removed from their care by order of a court

· Anyone who has been convicted of an offence against a child

· Anyone whose parental rights over a child have been taken over by a local authority

· Anyone who has had an order made against him/her refusing or cancelling registration under the Nurseries and Child Minder Act 1948 or the Children Act 1989 (Part IX)

If any of the conditions above apply to you, your spouse, partner, any other member of your household or visitor to your home, you must make it known to this school immediately.

The law is to provide a necessary element of protection for children who are potentially at their most vulnerable away from their families.  This vulnerability can be even greater when the child is from abroad and has only limited ability to communicate in English.

I hereby declare that neither I, nor any of the residents at this address, have a criminal record, and that there is no reason why I should not be considered a person suitable to look after children.
